1 Scope 

This International Standard establishes a vocabulary, in English 
and French, of terms used in the field of external limb pros- 
thetics and external orthotics.

1 For the purposes of this International Standard, the abbreviated 
term ‘prosthetics’ and its derivatives only apply to external limb pros- 
thetics; the abbreviated term ‘orthotics’ and its derivatives only apply 
to external orthotics.
